As a constituent and as a VOTING senior citizen, I am writing to you in an effort to solicit your consideration and assistance in creating a program for universal health care that really works and will actually benefit Americans of all age groups.  As an active member of the Senior Citizens Consortium Corporation, a not-for-profit organization, I will be actively working toward this type of program.  And I will support my Congressional representatives who recognize and support their constituents.  

The Senior Citizens Consortium (SCC) is an organization of senior citizens who have come together to promote concerns of mature Americans.  The Senior Citizens Consortium was created and organized as a result of our extreme disillusionment with the AARP organization and other similar organizations which all seemed to be more interested in promoting their insurance and money market funds than in supporting the county’s seniors and advocating for programs that benefit all Americans.  Our purpose and our organizational mission are to identify and advocate for issues that are beneficial to all American citizens.  From our beginnings in July of 2006, the SCC has grown significantly and we continue to expand our membership each month. We have doubled and re-doubled our membership participations.  While we are not a huge organization as yet, across the United States and into the Commonwealth Territories, our membership is growing rapidly and we intend to become a strong and viable force for improving the life of ourselves, our fellow senior citizens, our children and our children’s children.  
As an advocacy organization, we have identified the need for a universal health care program as one of our primary advocacy programs.   We specifically are promoting the aspect of a SINGLE PAYER UNIVERSAL HEALTH CARE program operated under the Federal charter, rather than the poor imitations that have been put forth so far by the President George W. Bush, along with several members of Congress and presidential candidates.  
Our proposed SP-UHC bears no resemblance to the current programs fostered by these politicians, by the AARP and others entities who simply want to provide another process that will continue benefitting the pharmaceutical and insurance industries at the expense of the American citizen. We refer to a SP-UHC system that will be based on the Best Practices of existing UHC programs from Europe, Canada, Great Britian, Japan and other nations.  Several of our members are even now attempting to identify the operational functions within these various programs.  Some of our members are even considering traveling to these countries to observe and discuss these UHC programs with the key figures of those countries.

The facts are that our country, the United States of America is rated 37th on the list of national health care programs for its citizens.  Yet the United States spends more than twice the dollars per person per year on health care!  WE the American citizens have a shorter life span than the majority of the industrialized countries of the world.  

We have a higher newborn death rate, and frankly the majority of Americans are NOT happy with their health care system.  When more than 47 million of Americans do not have health care access, that says something very sad about our country and our government.

Each year, the insurance companies continue the upward spiral of premium costs and this increased financial burden continues to fall upon our small to medium companies causing the loss of health care coverage to Americans.   Several of the large companies in the Health Care Industry have experienced totally obscene revenue growth and their stocks are through the roof.  For example:

Aetna (NYSE: AET): Up 775% in five years.
Celgene Corp. (Nasdaq: CELG): Up 850% in three years.
Imclone Systems Inc. (Nasdaq: IMCL): 1,540% between mid-2002 and mid-2004
Our American companies are stymied in competitiveness with other nations due to the extensive cost for health care with their employees.  Our automobile industry is a prime example of lack of ability to compete against companies like Toyota, Honda, etc with their access to single payer universal health care.  Additionally, individual coverage for Americans has become outlandishly expensive and most Americans cannot qualify regardless of cost.
In the State of California, Senator Sheila Kuehl has resubmitted a health care bill entitled Senate Bill 840 "The California Health Insurance Reliability Act".  While this bill does not meet the full functionality that we would expect in a Federal Single Payer Universal Health Care Program, that we KNOW our country can provide and can accomplish for its citizens, it does go a long way in laying down a benchmark. 
We, your consitituents, EXPECT that you will carefully consider our organization’s advocacy for a single payer universal health care program that covers all people of our country, regardless of their station in life.  We expect that this program, to be created by the United States Congress, will provide a single payer system that allows for private sector practice for providers, hospitals, drug stores etc., yet enables the United States Government to establishe a UHC agency with the authority to negotiate the most cost effective care.
Our SCC organization has a number of retired, highly experienced Actuarial Professionals who have provided us with advice and substantial information on how a program such as this would function, and how the SP-UHC would save literally Billions of dollars each year.  Please understand, that we know the program is workable, this is not a wishful thinking program.  We know that the cost savings are huge under a program such as we propose, and we know that Congress must identify and promote a SP-UHC program prior to the 2008 elections.  
While the SCC organization is advocating the design and implementation of a Single Payer Universal Health Care System, we would also state that the SCC membership are also highly active in the elections process across the country.

We would state rather emphatically that the entire Congress, both the House and the Senate, will be held accountable regarding their actions toward the creation of a viable citizen-oriented SP-UHC type of health care plan.  Otherwise a new Congress will be seated.  

Please bear in mind that Americans, more than ever before, are growing more aware of the need to show our elected representatives that WE are the reason they are in office.  We are also growing less tolerant of our political represenatatives ignoring us immediately following eleciton day.  We will continue show this irritation and frustration during our activities on behalf of politicians who do or do not support us on election day.  
We would ask that you continue to consider the needs and demands of the people who elected you to office, NOT industry lobbists.  We would expect that, as our elected representative, you would continue to leave open the opportunity for a dialogue with our organization’s representatives, consider our ongoing advocacy and related documentation and to work with us where ever possible toward an effective, viable Single Payer Universal Health Care program.
